All students must complete Part One and Part Two above. Parts Four through Seven only need to be completed as applicable to your
situation. Part Eight must be completed by everyone. Please notate “Yes” next to the part of the document you have completed.

Note: Documents provided from the above list will be used to verify establishing a bona fide domicile at least six months prior to
submitting this affidavit. This should be considered when deciding which of the above listed documents to submit. For the purposes
of in-state residency, “dependents” are unmarried children who are claimed under legal status as defined by the IRS.

PART FIVE: veteran Qualification for In-State Tuition

_____Aspouse or child using benefits under the Marine Gunnery Sergeant John David Fry Scholarship (38 U.S.C. § 3311 (b)(9)) who
lives in the State of Arkansas while attending a school located in the State of Arkansas (regardless of his/her formal State of
residency) and enrolls in school within three years of the service member’s death in the line of duty following a period of active duty
of 90 days or more.

Anyone using educational assistance under Chapter 31, Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment (VR&E).

Veteran’s Choice Act: The Federal Veteran’s Choice Act permits all students who met the following requirements to be charged in-
state tuition or otherwise be considered an Arkansas resident for tuition purposes. In order to obtain this benefit students must first
visit the Business Office and be certified for their V.A. package.

_____AVeteran using educational assistance under either Chapter 30 (Montgomery G.l. Bill — Active Duty Program) or Chapter 33
(Post 9/11 G.1. Bill), of Title 38, United States Code, who lives in the State of Arkansas while attending a school located in the State of
Arkansas (regardless of his/her formal State of residency) and enrolls in the school within three years of discharge from a period of
active duty service of 90 days or more.

Anyone using transferred Post 9/11 Bill benefits (38 U.S.C. 3319) who lives in the State of Arkansas while attending a school
located in the State of Arkansas (regardless of his/her formal State of residence) and enrolls in the school within three years of the
transferor’s discharge from a period of active duty service of 90 days or more.

_____Anyone described above while he or she remains continuously enrolled (other than during regularly scheduled breaks between
courses, semesters or terms) at the same school. The person so described must have enrolled in the school prior to the expiration of
the three-year period following discharge or death described above and must be using educational benefits under either Chapter 30
or Chapter 33, of Title 38, United States Code.

AR Code 6-60-205: In-State Tuition for Veterans & Military Personnel/Dependents: Regardless of residence, a state-supported
institution of higher education, trade school, or vocational school shall classify a student as in-state, in-county, in-district, local, or
resident for the purpose of tuition and fees applicable for all programs of study, including distance learning programs, if the student

is a:

(1) Veteran who was discharged or released from a period of not less than ninety (90) days of active duty in the military, naval,
or air service within three (3) years before the date of enrollment in a program of study;

(2) Dependent of a veteran under subsection (1) of this section;
(3) Member of the armed forces;
(4) Spouse of a member of the armed forces;

(5) A Reserve Officer’s Training Corps cadet who has an executed armed forces service contract.



(6) A dependent of a member of the active duty armed forces, when the member of the armed forces:

e |Isstationed in the State of Arkansas pursuant to permanent change of station (PCS) military orders;

e Is continuously domiciled in Arkansas for at least six consecutive months before entering active military service and who
maintains Arkansas as the permanent home of record while on active military duty, or

e Demonstrates a change of bona fide domicile from another state to Arkansas at least twelve consecutive months prior to
separation, discharge, or retirement from active military duty. The provision is forfeited if the military person does not
return to Arkansas within 36 months after separation, discharge, or retirement from active duty.

Qualifying Students Must Provide Proof of the Following

e (A) Proof of residency in another state’s county or parish listed above, and

e (B) Documentation (W-2 or copy of Arkansas income tax form filed) or receipt of wages from an Arkansas
employer of a minimum of $5,500 in the tax year preceding enrollment, or

e (C) Official verification from an Arkansas employer of current employment at a minimum current year salary of
at least $5,500, or

e (D) Documentation that the student is dependent of a non-resident Arkansas income taxpayer who provides
documentation satisfying the conditions of (A), (B), and (C) above.

HSU Out-of-State Tuition Waiver for Student Graduating High School in Contiguous State: Undergraduate students who meet
the following conditions may request a waiver for out-of-state tuition not to exceed 16 hours each semester. All of the following
must apply:

e  Must have graduated high school in Texas, Oklahoma, Missouri, Tennessee, Mississippi, or Louisiana.

e Entering freshmen must meet Henderson State University admissions standards.

e Transfer students must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or above after computation by the Henderson
Admission Office.

e Students must live in university owned housing.

e  Qut-of-State waiver recipients must be full-time students and maintain satisfactory academic standing.

e  Qut-of-State waiver recipients must U.S. citizens or be lawfully present in the United States according to Federal
immigration law.

HSU Out-of-State Waiver for Non-Contiguous State & County: To qualify students must meet all of the following:

e Be arecipient of an academic scholarship, performance scholarship or a combination of both, equal to or exceeding the in-
state tuition charges each academic term.

e Live in university owned housing and purchase a meal plan if applicable based on the policy of the Office of Residence Life.

e Be enrolled full-time and maintain satisfactory academic standing.

HSU Aviation Program Out-of-State Waiver: Certain Aviation programs are eligible for an out-of-state waiver. Interested
students should consult the Aviation Department as their first point of contact.
